Session 1: There will be 2 solo recitas, one each afternoon at 4:45pm, on Tuesday and Wednesday
Session 2: There will be 2 solo recitals, one each afternoon at 4:45pm, on Tuesday and Wednesday

Recitals are approximately 45 minutes in length and participants are chosen though a DV D/video tape audition
process before Institute. Approximately 8 students per recital will be chosen to perform, representing all instruments
and avariety of levels. Audition tapes are judged anonymousdly by an impartial, rotating committee of experienced
teachers. Students are chosen who the committee feels will best represent fine examples of Suzuki performance for
their age and level. Therefore there is avery strong preference for repertoire from the Suzuki books. Students
must perform the same memorized, polished piece which they submit for the taped audition. DV D/Video tapes are
NOT returned, so do not send us your original!

All students applying will be notified by letter mailed on April 30, 2008, and students who are chosen to perform
will be assigned aday for their performance. (Great care is given to programming recitals; changes of performance
days are not possible.) Regardless of your day of performance, al rehearsals with the CSl pianist (if needed) will be
between 12 noon and 2 PM on the Monday, June 9 or 16, depending upon which session you perform. A required
meeting and backstage tour from 2:30-3:30 PM of all performerswill follow the rehearsals.

Please send your DV D or videotape, VHS (US playback system only), with accompaniment, to the address given
above, received by April 10, 2008. Late auditions cannot be accepted. Only DV D or VHS videotapes can be
accepted; do not send an audiocassette. 1ncomplete forms will be returned to you.

SUGGESTIONS AND THINGS TO CONSIDER:

? The home private teacher must view the DV D or VHS videotape and sign that they have approved the
Video before mailing. Plan your timing to alow that the teacher has the tape at least 1 week before the
mailing deadline.

? Preference is given to shorter pieces so that more students can perform. Very strong preferenceis given
to pieces from the Suzuki repertoire.

? Include only 1 piece per tape. Different instruments are heard by different people.
? Does the camera view show the full body for posture and a clear view of the hands?

? Solo performersonly. Do NOT record a group performance with an attached note telling which oneis
your child. NO costumes, clown hats, etc.—they tend to distort the performer’s appearance.

? Useatripod if at all possible. Hand held cameras make poor audition tapes.

? Also view the background. Isthere adog barking, a et flying overhead, asiren blaring outside? These
sounds make it difficult to hear the tone of the musician! If the quality of the video sound is so poor that it
makes the student sound out of tune or playing with abad tone, it doesn’t lead to successful entries.

? View the light contrast. |sthe performer standing as a silhouette against a bright light or a window?
Make sure the soloist can be seen, including hands!

? Preview the tape. Listen for these criteria

& |sthere sound? #5 |sthe solo played without stopping?
& |sthere apicture? 5 |sthe tempo steady?
& Arethe notes & rhythms accurate?

? Rewind the tape to the beginning. Do not request that we begin the Video where you have it pre-set.
Videos are heard severa times and by different listeners so the solo must be at the beginning of the Video.

? Package your audition materials carefully. Each year several arrive with the cases crushed.

? Use the delivery confirmation process for your shipping method. Unfortunately we are not able to check
to seeif your audition has arrived to us since receive about 800 different auditions each spring.

? Mail the DVD/video by the deadline. Late auditions are not accepted.
